In England schools have got names, not numbers.
For example, schools have got names like Graveney’
School or Gedar Grove®’ School.

Primary schools teach children from 5 to 11 years
old. The school year begins in September. Classes
usually begin at nine. Pupils have got a glass of milk or
a glass of orange juice at eleven.
